Member Standards 

1. Federal, state and local laws shall be observed at all times. 

2. Members are required to have no felony convictions.

3. Under no circumstances shall members use CT SARCAM to promote or solicit business for personal gain. 
4. No member shall consume or be under the influence of any kind of performance or mind impairing substance while participating in or traveling to or from any CT SARCAM activity.

5.    Members shall conduct themselves in a professional manner and exhibit proper respect for their teammates. 

6.    Members shall accurately represent their experience, qualifications, expertise, limitations, legal standing and   

       other relevant information. 

7. The Policies, Procedures and Standards and established practices of CT SARCAM shall be followed at all

        times. 

8.    Information obtained as a result of CT SARCAM search activities shall remain confidential. 

9.    CT SARCAM supports the ethical, humane treatment and training of our canine and/or equine partners. No

       abuse or neglect of animals will be tolerated.

10. Each member shall exercise discretion and tact when representing CT SARCAM and shall assume full responsibility for their actions or statements.

11. Each member shall maintain proper physical and mental health in order to perform the objectives of CT SARCAM as a qualified search and rescue worker. This includes identifying and accepting one's own limitations. 

12. Each member shall conduct himself or herself in an honest and trustworthy manner at all times and maintain a high level of integrity when representing CT SARCAM.

13. Each member shall be cognizant of safety precautions for themselves, their dogs, their horses, and other members of the team when in service for CT SARCAM or en route to a search or function for CTSARCAM

14. Members shall uphold the mission of CT SARCAM.  

15. Members shall present themselves in a professional manner, in both appearance and actions, thereby demonstrating pride and solidarity for the entire CT SARCAM team. 

16. Members will seek to improve their knowledge and acquire certifications in the necessary areas of the SAR related work in which they wish to be fieldable.
