K9 Standards


Adopted September 2003





·	K9’s must be vaccinated for DHLP/P CV according to the recommendations of their veterinarian, but at least a minimum of acquiring the puppy series and a first year booster.


·	K9’s must be vaccinated for Rabies as per TX law.  


·	Bordetella is recommended for all K9’s every 6 months.


·	K9 must pass a canine good citizen test before attending any public functions representing CTSARCAM.


·	K9 must pass an obedience proficiency OR provide a copy of a BH or CD certificate before being eligible for proficiency testing for any scent detection discipline.


·	K9 must pass an agility proficiency OR provide a copy of an agility certificate from AKC, NADAC, or USDAA before being eligible for proficiency testing for any scent detection discipline.


·	K9 must maintain obedience and agility control, as well as, scent detection training, and must be documented in the training log.


·	K9 training logs must be kept up to date and available for checks by the Unit Captains or Director.


·	Mission operational or K9’s representing CTSARCAM at a public event may not behave in an aggressive manner towards humans or other K9’s.


Rules governing testing and retesting of K9's for various search disciplines are as follows:


		1. Any level test may be tested for at anytime with reasonable prior request to the 		officers and board of directors .


		2.  There is no waiting limits between tests provided each test is passed.


		3.  At any level, the first failure on a test requires a 30 day waiting period to 		retest.


		4.  At any level, the second failure requires a 90 day waiting period to retest.


		5.  At any level, the third failure will result in the K9 being removed from the 		training discipline that it was being tested for.
