Area Search Standards

Adopted September 2003
Amended September 2006
Handler must be SARTECH II and must produce training log before testing.  Handler must provide obedience proficiency or equivalent and an agility proficiency or equivalent.  
The target odor will be put out at least 1 hour before start of test.  Handler will advise evaluators of trained indication before start of test.

Consideration may be given to time length in environments with heavy brush, poor weather conditions, or other extenuating environmental issues. Evaluator must determine dog is still working to allow additional time. Test may be stopped by evaluator or handler at any point. Evaluators will determine if test will be considered a re-take due to conditions or a fail due to lack of performance of dog and/or handler unit. Evaluator Decisions are final.
Level 1- nondiscriminating complies with FEMA NIMS typing IV
Locate 1 victim within a 40 - 60 acre segment within a 1 ½ hours + 30 minutes break time.

Level 2-nondiscriminating 
Locate 1 victim at night within a 60 acre section within 2 ½ hours + 30 minutes break.

Level 3 nondiscriminating complies with FEMA NIMS typing III
Locate 2 victims within 60-120 acres during daytime.  Time limit to be determined by evaluators based on environmental and terrain conditions.
Level 4 nondiscriminating complies with FEMA NIMS typing II 

Multiple victims during day in 120 acres, handler must carry 48 hours of provisions. Time limit to be determined by evaluators based on environmental and terrain conditions.
