Handler must be SARTECH II and must produce training log before testing.  Handler must provide obedience proficiency or equivalent and an agility proficiency or equivalent.  
All trails for Urban testing will be done under heavy contamination and compliant to the NIMS typing as listed below. All dogs testing will be provided with scent articles. Trails may be laid through various surface types and environments, such as, but not limited to: wooded areas, grass, concrete, roadways, dirt roads, gravel roads, pastures, neighborhoods, etc.  Anything considered “real world” for a trail in an urban environment.
Test may be stopped by evaluator or handler at any point. Evaluators will determine if test will be considered a re-take due to conditions or a fail due to lack of performance of dog and/or handler unit. 

Evaluator Decisions are final.
LEVEL I  compliant to NIMS Type IV
Aged: up to 1.5 hours
Length: ¼ to ½ mile

LEVEL II  compliant to NIMS Type III
Aged: 1 ½ to 4 hours

Length: ½ to 1 mile

LEVEL III  compliant to NIMS Type II

Aged: 4-12 hours

Length: 1 mile plus

LEVEL IV   compliant to NIMS Type I must be self sustainable for 24 hours.

Age: 24 hours plus

Length: 1 mile plus
